	1. Top Ten Question List

2. There are questions you ask yourself, questions you ask your friends and roommates and classmates, questions you ask the investigator, and questions you ask ORA. This along with number 3 could become a matrix or a frame for students to organize their thoughts and ideas and information – I like that.

3. There are questions you ask during recruitment, questions you ask during the initital informed consent, questions you ask throughout the study,k and questions you ask at the end of the study.

4. Use questions as links  to organize and sequence the video scenes in a story  – such as Whey do You Want to Do This? (Dorm room scene) and What is Informed Consent Anyway?



	We could use the 3 principles of the Belmont Report and their applications as a way to organize the materials.
	Especially Respect for Persons which covers Informed Consent and Benefice which covers Privacy.



	Story Telling Approach
	1. dorm scene (questions to ask when and of whom could be embedded in the video)

2. mock informed consent scene

3. doing the experiment

4. investigator debriefing scene – what they were able to learn

5. student talking about the intrinsic and extrinsic rewards of having participated (I learned something about science or myself – and Science learned something – or I helped people.)
